Both provide tools and resources to help with the transition to a new location.  The Early Intervention Directory summarizes 

national and state level early intervention (EI) trends and includes descriptions of individual EI service providers.  The School-

Age Directory summarizes national and state level trends for special education and includes descriptions of individual school 

districts.

Relocating to a new assignment and community can be exciting but also challenging, particularly for military families with 

children with special needs.  The School-Age Directory will help you experience a smooth transition by providing practical 

suggestions and information about special education services.  Included are

•	 Descriptions of each state’s special education system and related resources (Section 3);

•	 School district profiles and contact information (Section 4);

The fifteen states with the highest number of assigned military personnel are profiled in the Directory and services for 

children identified with autism spectrum disorders (ASD), Emotional/Behavior Disorders (E/BD), and Intellectual Disabilities (ID) 

were emphasized.  However, the suggestions and tools included here will assist all families with children with special needs 

transferring to any domestic location.  The Directory supplements information available at MILITARY HOMEFRONT’s EFMP page

Suggested Use of the Directory

The Directory is organized to help you quickly obtain the information you need to make decisions for your child with special 

needs.  The Directory will enable you to

1.	 Use the Tools for a Smooth Transition in Section 2 to minimize the impact of relocation;

2.	 Review the special education systems and resources in each of the 15 states; 

3.	 Identify and learn about the school districts that serve domestic military installations;

4.	 Understand national issues facing special education in general and ASD, E/BD, and ID specifically;

5.	 Access additional resources, including those specifically designed for military families.

Limitations on Use of the Directory

When using the Directory, please keep in mind that:

1.	 The information was collected from a wide range of sources.  Although accuracy was a priority, the most current 

information will come from contacting the new district directly.  Tools to assist you are provided in Section 2: Tools for a 

Smooth Transition. 

2.	 The interventions listed in the school district profiles are meant only to describe services they are currently providing and 

do not guarantee a child will receive a particular intervention.  Services are individually determined by the Individualized 

Education Program (IEP) Team, including the child’s parents

Preparing for Your Move

Below are suggestions for making the transition to a new school district easier for your child, your family, and the district staff.  

Remember, you are your child’s best support. A courteous but persistent approach is usually most effective. To help track your 

activities and progress, a reproducible checklist of the steps below is provided in Appendix A for your convenience.

Suggestions to Consider Before You Leave Your Current Location:

1.	 Review general information about your new location at MilitaryHOMEFRONT’s Military Installations page (http://www.

militaryinstallations.dod.mil/). 

2.	 Notify your current service coordinator that you will be leaving and where you will be going so he/she can begin preparing 

for your transition.

3.	 Use a 3-ring binder or other type of notebook to organize your child’s records and other pertinent information.

4.	 Make sure that you have paper copies of your child’s:

•	 Most recent transcripts and grade reports;

•	 Most recent eligibility reports where your child was determined eligible for special education;

•	 Current and past individual education programs (IEP), including quarterly progress reports;

•	 Special education assessment reports, including:

•	 School psychology;

•	 Occupational or physical therapy;

•	 Speech-language pathology;

•	 Other reports contained in the special education file.

•	 Names of particular textbooks or other materials that were effective for your child;

•	 Medical reports; 

•	 If applicable, reports from service providers not connected to school, such as a private therapist;

•	 Inoculation records to ensure your child can be enrolled on arrival;

•	 Prescriptions for medications and dosages.
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5.	 Ask your child’s classroom and/or special education teacher to write a brief narrative about your child’s current educational 

program that you can share with the staff at your child’s new school. A convenient reproducible form you can use is 

provided in Appendix A. 

6.	 Keep the name and contact information (phone, e-mail) of your child’s current teacher in case you have questions after 

you or the staff at your new school have questions;

7.	 Use the information provided in Section 4: School District Profiles to identify and learn more about districts that serve your 

new location;

8.	 Contact the special education director in the school district to which you are considering moving to learn specific 

information about the programs they provide.  A list of sample questions is provided below.

9.	 Provide the staff at your child’s current school the contact information (phone, e-mail) of a contact person at your child’s 

new school to facilitate the transfer of information;

10.	Contact the Educational Liaison and Exceptional Family Member Program (EFMP) Family Support staff at your new 

installation to learn more about the school district.  A list of sample questions is provided below.

11.	Whenever you talk with someone regarding your child’s transition to a new district, it is helpful to write down the time, 

date, and person to whom you spoke, as well as some brief notes. A reproducible worksheet developed by the National 

Dissemination Center for Children with Disabilities (NICHCY) is included in Appendix A for your convenience.

12.	 If you are moving during the summer, try to contact your new school district at least 2 weeks before you arrive to help 

ensure that preparations have been made to implement your child’s program before the first day of school.

13.	Review your educational rights under IDEA.  You should have received a copy of your rights from your current school, but 

you can also request a copy at any time.   A general description of these rights is provided by the Technical Assistance 

Alliance for Parent Centers (http://www.taalliance.org/publications/pdfs/all17.pdf).  
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Tips for Contacting Districts & EFMP Family Support Staff

It is strongly recommended that you contact your new school district and EFMP Family Support staff as soon as possible. 

Below are some suggestions to keep in mind when preparing for these conversations.

1.	 Take some time to prepare.  Write down questions you want to ask and the information you want to be sure to get (e.g., 

contact information).  Sample questions are provided in this section.  You may want to discuss the questions with school 

district and military support staff prior to making the contacts to see if other questions might be useful.

2.	 Identify the parts of your child’s current educational program that you think are effective and those that are not, so that 

you can share them with the new district.  The transition process is an opportunity to create an even more effective 

program for your child. 

3.	 When you contact the new school district, ask to speak to the special education department.  Once connected, ask to 

speak to the special education director.  The administrative assistants who answer the phones are usually very helpful 

and will help you get to the right person.  Contact information for each district in the 15 states is provided in Section 4: 

District Profiles.

4.	 When you contact the district, it is helpful to document the time, date, and person to whom you spoke in your records.  

It is also a good idea to write down some brief notes about the conversation.  A reproducible worksheet developed by 

the National Dissemination Center for Children with Disabilities (NICHCY) is included in Appendix A for your convenience.

5.	 A courteous but assertive communication style is usually most effective.  You will have many conversations with school 

staff so maintaining effective communication is a priority.  Making requests rather than demands and being open to the 

school district’s input will be helpful.  Try to avoid becoming overly frustrated or emotional, and instead focus on working 

with the district to create an effective program for your child.

Sample Questions to Ask School Districts

Below are examples of questions you may want to ask when contacting your child’s new school district.  When calling a school 

district in regards to services for your son or daughter, you will typically ask to speak to the special education department.  

Once connected, you should ask to speak to the special education director.  Remember to jot down some notes on the 

convenient worksheet provided in Appendix A.

1.	 Whom should I contact at the school when we arrive in our new location?

2.	 What release of information forms should I sign before leaving my current location?

3.	 What consent and release of information forms will I need to sign when I arrive?

4.	 What information should I bring with me or provide you before we arrive?

5.	 Can I fax/e-mail you a copy of my child’s IEP to help you prepare for his/her arrival?

6.	 Will my child’s IEP be implemented as currently written when he/she arrives at school?  

7.	 What types of Evidence-Based Practices does your district use?

8.	 Do my child’s teachers have experience and training for working with children with my child’s disability?

9.	 Will my child’s teacher(s) be willing to e-mail me weekly progress updates?

10.	 If my child requires transportation, how will that be provided and coordinated?

11.	Where will my child be served- in the regular classroom, a pull-out or self-contained program, 				  

or in a separate building?

12.	Will my child be able to participate in elective classes such as Art, Music, and PE?

13.	 Is there a local support group for families with children with disabilities?

14.	Whom should I contact at the school district if I have issues related to my child’s program?

15.	 Sometimes my child doesn’t seem to “fit in” – how will the school help improve his/her social skills?

16.	What happens if my child’s unusual or quirky behavior is misinterpreted as rule-breaking?

17.	My child might, if upset, try to run or leave the building – how will he/she be kept safe?

National Trends

Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD)

Definitions: The Diagnostic and Statistical Manual, Fourth Edition, Text Revision (DSM-IV-TR) lists  autism under pervasive 
developmental disorders (PDD).  Diagnosis is based on deficits in Social Impairment, Speech/Communication Deficit, and 
Repetitive Behaviors & Restricted Interests.  The IDEA definition is relatively broad but incorporates the same components (see 
http://nichcy.org/disability/specific/autism).  DSM-V will be published in 2013 and will amend the ASD definition (see DSM 
http://www.dsm5.org/ProposedRevision/Pages/proposedrevision.aspx?rid=94.)

Prevalence:  The Centers for Disease Control & Prevention (CDC) reported an ASD prevalence rate of 1 child per 110 children 
based on 2006 data.   A 2007 study using the same data estimated a rate of 1 in 91.   Males are 3-4 times more frequently 
identified than females.  Siblings of children with ASD are much more likely to be diagnosed than their peers without such 
siblings.  The number of military-connected children with ASD is not publicly documented although the Organization for 
Autism Research (OAR) reported a ratio of 1 in 88 based on its review of 2005 data obtained from the DoD.   The 2010 IDEA 
federal child count reported 419,262 children with ASD ages 3-21; an 87% increase since 2005.   ASD is now the 5th largest 
disability category.  Students with ASD account for 6.4% of all children with disabilities and 0.85% of all school children.  

Educational Services:  The National Professional Development Center for ASD (NPDCASD), the National Autism Center 
(NAC), and the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMMS) have developed lists of evidence-based practices for 
ASD (see Appendix B).  Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) is the most extensively researched intervention.  ABA’s effectiveness 
for deficits such as speech/language delays and generalization of skills has been questioned.  Proponents counter that ABA 
is effective when properly planned and implemented.  Teacher training requirements for ASD continue to be reviewed.  
Delaware, for example, now requires teachers assisting children with ASD to have an ASD endorsement.  

Outcomes: Limited data on post-school outcomes for children with ASD is available but it appears that relatively few 
individuals with ASD live independently or sustain full-time employment. Similarly, few attend and even fewer complete post-
secondary programs.  As with all disabilities, effective secondary transition planning is critical.
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Emotional/Behavior Disorder (E/BD)

Definitions:  DSM-IV-TR does not categorically define E/BD, but does define associated conditions (i.e. anxiety disorder, 
depression/bi-polar disorders).  IDEA’s definition (see http://nichcy.org/disability/specific/emotionaldisturbance) focuses on five 
domains and does not require a clinical diagnosis.  The phrases long period of time and to a marked degree are subjective but 
frequently operationalized as occurring for at least 6 months and across multiple settings (i.e. school, home, community).  

Prevalence:  The 2010 IDEA federal child count reported 387,556 children ages 3-21 identified with E/BD; a decrease of 
18.3% since 2005.  Children with E/BD account for approximately 6% of students with disabilities and 0.8% of all school-age 
students. Some researchers suggest this is statistically low and should be closer to 3%-6% of all students.  Males are more 
frequently referred and identified than females.  Children from under-represented populations and families with low SES are 
more likely to be identified than their White peers.  

Outcomes:  Students with E/BD experience few positive educational outcomes.  While their reading and math skills are 
frequently closer to grade level than peers with other disabilities, they frequently earn lower grades (14% earned mostly D’s 
and F’s compared to 8% for other disabilities).  A significant number experience learning disabilities resulting in a cycle of both 
academic and emotional deficits contributing to overall school failure.  Students with E/BD demonstrate a high dropout rate 
(55%) and few (20%) pursued post-secondary education.  Only 30% were employed within three years of leaving school; 
much lower than the rate for students with learning disabilities.  Students with E/BD are more likely to become involved with 
the legal system.  

Educational Services:  Both individual and school-wide interventions, such as Positive Behavior Support (PBS), are often used 
to assist students with behavioral concerns.  Assistive Technology (AT) tools ranging from low to high tech (checksheets to Wii 
systems) are often used as instructional tools or rewards/reinforcers.  
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Intellectual Disabilities (ID)

Definitions: The American Association on Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (AAIDD) defines intellectual disability 
as “…characterized by significant limitations both in intellectual functioning and in adaptive behavior, which covers many 
everyday social and practical skills.  This disability originates before the age of 18.”  This is similar to the IDEA definition (see 
http://nichcy.org/disability/specific/intellectual#idea).  Adaptive behavior domains include communication, self-care, social 
skills, etc.  Until Rosa’s Law (see http://thomas.loc.gov/cgi-bin/query/D?c111:5:./temp/~c111LE6qxt::) was enacted in 2010, 
the term mental retardation (MR) was used in IDEA and by some states.  The change to intellectual disability represents, for 
many, a paradigm shift that emphasizes the fit between a student’s capacities and the demands placed on them, as well as the 
supports the student requires for self-determination. 

Prevalence:  The IDEA 2010 federal child count reported 457,286 children ages 3-21 identified with ID; a decrease of 19.5% 
since 2005.  Children with ID account for approximately 7% of students with disabilities and 1% of all school-age students.  
Males are more frequently identified than females and children from under-represented populations and from families with 
low SES are more likely to be identified than their White peers.  

Outcomes:  Students identified with ID demonstrate limited educational achievement.  Only a small percentage enrolls in 
post-secondary education programs.  Employment is low with only 31% employed three years after leaving high school.  
Wages were generally low suggesting that this population may be under-employed.  Relatively low rates of community 
participation and independent living were also reported.  

Educational Services:  Educational programs for students with ID have historically emphasized functional skill development 
and were often provided in segregated special education settings.  While many believe functional skills are important, data 
increasingly suggests that students with ID demonstrate improved academic achievement when provided quality instruction 
using general education curricular materials in the general education classroom.  Similarly, data suggests that students with 
ID can be successful in post-secondary education settings. The U.S. Department of Education’s Office of Post-Secondary 
Education (OPE) has established the Transition Programs for Students with Intellectual Disabilities (TPSID) program to promote 
enrollment. 

EBPs for students with ID include ABA, Instructional Matching, Functional Communication, and self-management strategies.  
Universal Design for Learning (UDL) principles and incorporating assistive technology (computer-based learning, I-PADS, Wii’s) 
are also being promoted. Effective secondary transition planning is critical.  
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Evidence-Based Practices (EBPs)

Definition:  Both the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) legislation and IDEA 04 encourage the use of EBPs but do not define them.  
Researchers have attempted to develop EBP criteria, but conducting special education research is difficult due to the

•	 number of IDEA disability categories; 

•	 wide range of prevalence rates among disability categories; 

•	 variability of student needs; and 

•	 variability of educational settings.  

Another challenge is creating guidelines for determining whether the research supporting a practice is sufficient.  The Council 
for Exceptional Children (CEC) and the What Works Clearinghouse (WWC) have created widely-cited guidelines and lists of 
EBPs.  

Use of EBPs:  The extent to which EBPs are used in classrooms is unclear.  One factor is whether EBP information and 
resources are readily available to teachers.  Another is whether EBP materials (i.e. manuals, forms) are designed to allow 
teachers to implement EBPs easily given their time constraints.  To increase usage, many suggest EBP content must be further 
embedded into pre-service/in-service teacher preparation programs.  Organizations such as the WWC and the National 
Professional Development Center for ASD (NPDCASD) have developed EBP training modules and supports to encourage usage.  

Eclectic Approach: Teachers often use components of interventions to create a student’s IEP.  Critics suggest this eclectic 
approach results in no intervention being implemented as designed, which reduces its effectiveness.  They further question 
whether school personnel  have received sufficient training to implement multiple practices.  Proponents suggest this approach 
allows school staff to create programs to meet each student’s individual needs.  

Secondary Transition:  The National Secondary Transition Technical Assistance Center (NSSTAC) rates secondary transition 
practices as being evidence-based, research-based, promising, and unestablished in order of rigor.  They have also organized 
EBPs according to the skill level being emphasized such as functional life skills or community participation, many of which are 
functional and very specific (i.e. purchasing skills).

Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD): categorical term that encompasses the various syndromes related to autism.  Often used 
interchangeably with autism and pervasive developmental disorders.

Board Certified Behavior Analyst (BCBA): behavior analyst certified through the Behavior Analysts Certification Board

Childhood Disintegrative Disorder (CDD):  developmental disability in which children develop normally until ages 2 to 4, 
but then demonstrate a severe loss of social, communication and other skills.

Department of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA): a field activity of the Office of the Secretary of Defense with the 
mission to plan, direct, coordinate, and manage the education programs for eligible dependents of U.S. military personnel and 
civilian personnel of the Department of Defense.

Diagnostic & Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders (DSM): publication of the American Psychiatric Association (APA) that 
contains the diagnostic criteria for all mental health disorders for children and adults, including autism.  DSM-IV is the current 
edition and DSM-V is expected to be published in 2013.

Dispute Resolution: under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), parents have the right to request mediation, 
file an administrative complaint, or request a due process hearing to resolve special education conflicts with school districts.

Emotional/Behavior Disorder (E/BD):  disability category under IDEA in which a child’s emotional functioning significantly 
impairs his/her ability to learn.  

Evidence Based Practices (EBP): educational practices supported by research findings and/or demonstrated as being effective 
through a critical examination of current and past practices.

Exceptional Family Member Program (EFMP): component within the military that provides support to military families 
that include members with exceptional needs, including ASD.  Each branch of the military administers its own EFMP for its 
members.

Glossary
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Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA):  federal law that requires public school districts to identify children with 
disabilities and provide them with a free and appropriate public education in the least restrictive environment.

Intellectual Disability:  “…characterized by significant limitations both in intellectual functioning and in adaptive behavior, 
which covers many everyday social and practical skills.  This disability originates before the age of 18”(AAIDD).

Military Interstate Children’s Compact Commission (MIC3): created to address education transition issues faced by military 
families when they are reassigned so they are afforded the same opportunities for educational success as other children.

OCONUS Directory of Special Needs: provides information about the level of special education services available in overseas 
military communities.

Pervasive Developmental Disorder (PDD):  categorical term that encompasses several developmental disorders, such as 
autism or Asperger syndrome, characterized by severe deficits in social interaction and communication or by the presence of 
repetitive, stereotyped behaviors.

Rett Syndrome:  rare genetic disorder that affects the way the brain develops. It occurs almost exclusively in girls.

Special Education:   instruction that is specially designed to meet the unique needs of a child with a disability.

TRICARE: health care program serving active duty service members, National Guard and Reserve members, retirees, families 
and survivors worldwide.

Universal Design for Learning (UDL):  principles for curriculum development that give all individuals equal opportunities to 
learn.

Antecedent Package (0-16) (17-21)
Modifications of events that typically 
precede the occurrence of a target 
behavior. These alterations are made 
to increase the likelihood of success 
or reduce the likelihood of problems 
occurring.

(3-18)
Behavior chain interruption; behavioral 
momentum; choice; cueing/prompting; 
environmental enrichment/modification; 
errorless learning; habit reversal; 
incorporating echolalia, special interests, 
thematic activities, or ritualistic/
obsessional activities; maintenance 
interspersal; noncontingent access/
reinforcement; priming; stimulus variation; 
time delay.

Antecedent-based Interventions
(EC-MH)
Include 1) using highly preferred 
activities/items to increase interest 
level, 2) changing schedule/routine, 3) 
implementing preactivity interventions, 4) 
offering choices, 5) altering the manner 
in which instruction is provided, and 6) 
enriching the environment for access 
to sensory stimuli that serve the same 
function as the interfering behavior.

Behavioral Package (0-16)
Interventions designed to reduce problem 
behavior and teach functional alternative 
behaviors or skills through the application 
of basic principles of behavior change.

(0-21)
Sleep package; toilet training; chaining; 
contingency contracting; contingency 
mapping; delayed contingencies; DR 
strategies; DTT; FCT; generalization 
training; mand training; noncontingent 
escape with fading; progressive relaxation; 
reinforcement; scheduled awakenings; 
shaping; stimulus- stimulus pairing with 
reinforcement; successive approximation; 
task analysis; token economy.

Differential 
Reinforcement

(EC-H)
Reinforcement is provided for desired 
behaviors, while inappropriate behaviors 
are ignored.

Extinction (EC- MH)
Based on applied behavior analysis ... is 
used to reduce or eliminate unwanted 
behavior. Extinction involves withdrawing 
or terminating the positive reinforcer that 
maintains an inappropriate interfering 
behavior.

This chart compares the lists of evidence-based practices developed by the Centers for 
Medicare & Medicaid Services, the National Autism Center, and the National Professional 
Development Center on ASD. Brief descriptions of the practices are also included.

Evidence-Based Practices Comparison Chart

1  Reported exact age – not age or grade range.
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Prompting (EC- MH)
Any help given to learners that assist them 
in using a specific skill.

Reinforcement (EC- MH)
A relationship between learner 
behavior and a consequence that 
follows the behavior. This relationship 
is only considered reinforcement if the 
consequence increases the probability that 
a behavior will occur in the future, or at 
least be maintained.

Time Delay (E)
A practice that focuses on fading the 
use of prompts during instructional 
activities. With this procedure, a brief 
delay is provided between the initial 
instruction and any additional instructions 
or prompts.

Cognitive Behavioral 
Intervention Package

0- 16)
Interventions designed to change negative 
or unrealistic thought patterns/behaviors 
to positively influencing emotions/life 
functioning.

Comprehensive 
Behavioral Treatment 
for Children

(0- 16)
Interventions involving a combination 
of instructional and behavior change 
strategies and a curriculum that addresses 
core and ancillary symptoms and 
behaviors of ASD.

(0- 8)
Using ABA strategies (e.g., DTT, incidental 
teaching, errorless learning, behavioral 
momentum, and shaping). Criteria: {a} 
defined ASD symptoms, {b} treatment 
manuals, {c} intensive treatment, and {d} 
measuring program effectiveness.

Discrete Trial Training (EC, E)
DTT is a one- to- one instructional 
approach. Used when a learner needs to 
learn a skill best taught in small repeated 
steps. Each trial or teaching opportunity 
has a definite beginning and end. The 
use of antecedents and consequences is 
carefully planned and implemented.

Functional Behavior 
Assessment

(EC- MH)
Systematic strategies used to determine 
underlying behavior function or purpose, 
so that an effective intervention plan can 
be developed.

Joint Attention 
Intervention

(0- 16)
Interventions involving teaching a child 
to respond to the nonverbal social bids 
of others or to initiate joint attention 
interactions.

(0- 5)
Often taught in a DTT format; examples 
include pointing, showing items/activities 
to another person, and following eye 
gaze.

Appendix B
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Modeling (0- 16)
Interventions relying on an adult or peer 
providing a demonstration of the target 
behavior that should result in an imitation 
by the person with ASD.

(3- 18)
Examples include live modeling and video 
modeling.

See Video Modeling

Multi- component 
Package

(0- 16)
These interventions involve a combination 
of multiple treatment procedures that are 
derived from different fields of interest or 
different theoretical orientations. They do 
not better fit one of the other treatment 
“packages” in this list nor are they 
associated with specific programs.

Naturalistic Teaching 
Strategies

(0- 16)
Primarily child- directed interactions 
to teach functional skills in natural 
environment. Providing a stimulating 
environment, modeling how to play, 
encouraging conversation, providing 
choices and direct/natural reinforcers, and 
rewarding reasonable attempts.

(0- 9)
Different names include focused 
stimulation, incidental teaching, milieu 
teaching, embedded teaching, and 
responsive education and prelinguistic 
milieu teaching.

(EC- MH)
Includes environmental arrangement, 
interaction techniques, behavioral 
strategies designed to encourage specific 
target behaviors. Builds more elaborate 
learner behaviors that are naturally 
reinforcing and appropriate to the 
interaction.

Parent Implemented 
Interventions

(EC- E)
Parent- implemented Intervention entails 
parents directly using individualized 
intervention practices with their child to 
increase positive learning opportunities 
and acquisition of important skills.

Peer Training 
Package

(0- 16)
These interventions involve teaching 
children without disabilities strategies to 
facilitate play and social interactions with 
children on the autism spectrum. Peers 
often include classmates or siblings.

(3- 14)
There are many different peer training 
programs, including Project LEAP, peer 
networks, circle of friends, buddy skills 
package, Integrated Play Groups, peer 
initiation training, and peer-  mediated 
social interaction training.

(EC- MH)
Peer- mediated Instruction/ Intervention
Peers are systematically taught ways of 
engaging learners with ASD in social 
interactions in both teacher- directed and 
learner- initiated activities

Picture Exchange 
Communication 
System

(0- 16)
Involves the application of a specific AAC 
system based on behavioral principles 
that are designed to teach functional 
communication to children with limited 
verbal and/or communication skills.

(EC- E)
Learners are taught to give a picture of a 
desired item to a communicative partner 
in exchange for the item.

Pivotal Response 
Treatment

(0- 16)
Focuses on targeting “pivotal” behavioral 
areas -  such as motivation to engage 
in social communication, self- initiation, 
self- management, and responsiveness to 
multiple cues.

(3- 9)
This treatment is an expansion of Natural 
Language Paradigm which is also included 
in this category.

(EC- MH)
Pivotal Response Training
Creates a more efficient and effective 
intervention by enhancing four pivotal 
variables: motivation, responding to 
multiple cues, self- management, and self- 
initiations.

Intervention  CMMS  NAC NPDC
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Response 
Interruption and 
Redirection

(EC- MH)
RIR contains two main components: (1) 
response interruption and (2) redirection. 
During the response interruption 
component of the intervention, teachers/
practitioners stop the learner from 
engaging in the interfering behavior. 
Redirection, the second component of the 
intervention, focuses on prompting the 
learner to engage in a more appropriate, 
alternative behavior.

Schedules (0- 16)
Interventions involving the presentation 
of a task that communicates a series of 
activities or steps required to complete a 
specific activity.

(3- 14)
These interventions involve the 
presentation of a task list that 
communicates a series of activities or 
steps required to complete a specific 
activity.

See Visual Supports

Self- management (0- 16)
These interventions involve independence 
by teaching individuals with ASD to 
regulate their behavior by recording the 
occurrence/non-  occurrence of the target 
behavior, and securing reinforcement for 
doing so.

(3- 18)
These interventions involve promoting 
independence by teaching individuals 
with ASD to regulate their behavior by 
recording the occurrence/nonoccurrence 
of the target behavior, and securing 
reinforcement for doing so.

(EC- MH)
With these interventions, learners with 
ASD are taught to discriminate between 
appropriate and inappropriate behaviors, 
accurately monitor and record their own 
behaviors, and reward themselves for 
behaving appropriately.

Social 
Communication 
Intervention

(0- 16)
These psychosocial interventions involve 
targeting some combination impairments 
such as pragmatic communication skills, 
and the inability to successfully read social 
situations.

Social Skills Groups (EC- MH)
Social skills groups are used to teach 
individuals with ASD ways to appropriately 
interact with typically developing peers. 
Social skills groups typically involve 
small groups of two to eight individuals 
with disabilities and a teacher or adult 
facilitator. Most social skill group meetings 
include instruction, role- playing or 
practice, and feedback ...

Social Skills Package (0- 16)
These interventions seek to build 
social interaction skills by targeting 
basic responses (e.g., eye contact, 
name response) to complex social skills 
(e.g., how to initiate or maintain a 
conversation). They seek to build social 
interaction skills in children with ASD 
by targeting basic responses (e.g., eye 
contact, name response) to complex social 
skills (e.g., how to initiate or maintain a 
conversation).

Intervention  CMMS  NAC NPDC
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Story- based 
intervention package

(0- 16)
These treatments involve a written 
description of the situations under which 
specific behaviors are expected to occur. 
Stories may be supplemented with 
additional components.

(6- 14)
Social StoriesTM are the most well-  known 
story- based interventions and they seek 
to answer the “who,” “what,” “when,” 
“where,” and “why” in order to improve 
perspective- taking.

Social Narratives (EC- MH)
Social narratives describe social situations 
in some detail by highlighting relevant 
cues and offering examples of appropriate 
responding.

Speech Generating 
Devices

(EC- MH)
Speech generating devices (SGD) are 
electronic devices that are portable in 
nature and can produce either synthetic 
or digital speech for the user. SGD may be 
used with graphic symbols, as well as with 
alphabet keys.

Structured Teaching (0- 16)
This intervention involves a combination 
of procedures that rely on the physical 
organization of a setting, predictable 
schedules, and individualized use of 
teaching methods. These treatment 
programs may also be referred to as 
TEACCH.

(EC- MH)
Structured Work Systems
The individual work system is defined as 
a visually organized space where learners 
independently practice skills that have 
been previously mastered under the direct 
supervision of an adult. A work system 
visually communicates at least four pieces 
of information to the learner.

Task Analysis (EC- MH)
Breaking a skill into smaller, more 
manageable steps to teach the skill.

Technology- based 
Treatment

(0- 16)
The presentation of instructional materials 
using the medium of computers or related 
technologies.

Computer- aided 
Instruction

See Modeling See Modeling (E- MH)
Use of computers to teach academic 
skills and to promote communication 
and language development and skills. 
It includes computer modeling and 
computer tutors.

Video Modeling See Schedules See Schedules (E- MH)
A mode of teaching that uses video 
recording and display equipment to 
provide a visual model.

Visual Supports (EC- MH)
Any tool presented visually that supports 
an individual as he moves through the 
day. Might include, but are not limited 
to, pictures, written words, objects, 
arrangement of the environment or visual 
boundaries, schedules, maps, labels, 
organization systems, timelines, and 
scripts.

Note. EC=early childhood, E=elementary, MH=middle/high school.
